Plot Summary:- 

Aarya thought she’d finally built a quiet life – until she starts getting anonymous 

messages about the one thing she’s buried for years. 

Her twin baby brothers were kidnapped when she was in school. They were 

returned after a week. But they were never the same. 

And nobody talks about what happened to them in that missing time. 

 

Now, strange things start happening:- 

 The boys start having nightmares. 

 Their drawings show dark, violent images 

 One of them keeps mentioning a man named Karan- the same name as 

Aarya’s boyfriend. 

 Aarya sees burn marks on one brother’s foot – again. 

 

She tries to ask her boyfriend if he knows anything about that name being 

connected to her past. 

He just says : “Why are you asking me something you already know” 

 

THE MYSTERY DEEPENS:- 

Aarya begins to suspect her boyfriend is linked to the kidnapping, or to someone 

who was. 



Her old fake social media ID gets reactivated. And starts messaging people. 

Someone is watching the house. Her phone gets cloned. As Aarya investigates, she 

uncovers: 

Her past love wasn’t what she thought. 

Someone close to her is rewriting the story – making her look like the guilty one.  

The twins may have seen everything. But someone is making sure they never 

speak. 

 

Karan was involved – but not how she thought. He was a victim too. 

The kidnapper is someone in her current life, pretending to protect the boys. 

 

Themes: 

Trauma buried never stays buried. 

Love can be camouflage. 

Kids remember more than we think. 

When you don’t know who to trust, you trust no one – not even yourself. 

 

MAIN CHARACTER – Aarya 

 

Story Overview:- 

Aarya, a guarded, sharp-witted girl with trauma buried deep in her past, is trying 

to live quietly – and protect her twin brothers, who were kidnapped years ago and 

returned… changed. 

She meets Karan, a boy with eyes full of silence and warmth. He seems like an 

escape – someone who gets her. They fall into a relationship built on obsession, 

secrets, and half-truths. 



But as Aarya starts to untangle what happened to her brothers, her fake online 

identity reawakens. Her phone glitches. Her drawings vanish. Her brothers whisper 

strange names in their sleep. 

 

And then comes the whisper from the past: 

“You were never supposed to survive.” 

 

Characters:- 

 Aarya (Protagonist) – Strong, vulnerable, hiding so much. Will do anything 

for her brothers. A survivor – not a victim. 

 Karan (Boyfriend) – Emotionally complex, magnetic, romantic – but not 

safe. He’s part of the plan. But he might also be…..  in love? 

 The Cousin (Obsession) – Creepy. Too interested. Wants what karan has. 

Sends late-night voice notes. Was involves in the past. Still obsessed. 

 The Sister (Jealousy) – Toxic. Hates Aarya. Protective of her brother. 

Knows the real past. Gaslights Aarya with “we warned you” vibes. May be 

the puppet master. 

 

Final Twist:- 

Everything shatters in the last act: 

 Karan’s cousin and sister were involved in the twin’s kidnapping – as part of 

a long-standing revenge plan. 

 Karan was told to get close to Aarya – to control her, maybe even destroy 

her if she got too close to the truth. 

 But Karan actually fell in love with her. And now he’s stuck: betray his 

family or betray Aarya. 

 Aarya’s fake ID was never just fake – it was used it to lure victims. And now 

it’s being used to blame her for everything. 

 Her brothers know what happened. One finally speaks. “It was her. The girl 

with the black nails. She held the match.” 



IN THE END: 

Aarya realizes her entire relationship was a lie… but the only way to survive is to 

pretend she believes in it again – and burn the ones who built it. 
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
